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Short-Term International Programs (SIP) Development Grant                                                   

Grants of up to $3000 for faculty planning SIPs to make a preliminary site visit of the host country(ies).  Funding is available for one project whose end date falls before June 30, 2017.  Funding is also available for one project ending between July 1, 2017, and June 30, 2018.  The subsequent course is to be taught in part or whole outside of the U.S.
Eligibility and Conditions for Award: 
1. Faculty (tenured, tenure-track, or continuing lecturer) must have completed one year of full-time service at Berry College by the end of spring semester, 2017. 

2. The course proposed must have the endorsement of the faculty member's department chair and school dean (see end of document).  
3. Preference will be given to applicants who have not received the award in the last two years.

4. Prior to application submission, faculty member should contact David Slade, ext. 2229, about the proposed course.  Please review the SIP faculty director handbook at http://www.berry.edu/uploadedFiles/Website/Academics/Majors_and_Minors/International_Programs/_Assets/Documents/SIP_handbook.pdf prior to the meeting.

5. Only one grant for SIP course development is available per project.  Teaching initiatives involving more than one faculty member may only receive one grant.

6. Travel may occur at any time of the year, provided end dates meet requirements above.

7. If planning to travel to country(ies) under a US State Department Travel Warning, please contact the IPD.
8. A visit with the Regional Security Officer at the nearest US Embassy or Consulate must be included in the site visit.  The IP office can help arrange this.
9. A site visit checklist must be completed and submitted following the visit.  
10. Accepting the grant commits the faculty member to offering the course within two years of the receipt of the grant.

11. Payments to individuals (e.g. interpreters, guides) will not be reimbursed.  These need to be paid with a College check in order to be tracked.

12. Items (including tips) above $25 will not be reimbursed without a receipt.  
13. Grant recipients who resign from Berry College during the academic year following their award will repay the grant to Berry College.

14. Recipients submit a program proposal, budget and syllabus to the IP Committee by September 15 prior to the summer in which the course will be offered.
